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 The Sixth Form Centre aims to provide a broad range of courses which meet the educational 

needs of sixteen to eighteen year olds.  These are Level Three courses and include both 
Advanced Level and Btec courses. 

   
 Both Hellesdon and Taverham High Schools have Post-16 status and therefore the curriculum is 

the responsibility of the Governors and Head Teachers of both Schools.  
  
 Any proposed new courses will need to be raised at the Sixth Form Standards and Achievement 

Committee which meets regularly and consists of the Director of Sixth Form, both Head Teachers, 
both Chairs of Governors and four other Governors (two from each of the Partnership schools)  

 
 The courses offered by the Sixth Form Centre may be offered across the two High School sites 

and all students should have the opportunity to attend courses at either of the sites, with transport 
provided free of charge between the sites.  If a student attends an approved course at another 
site for which the Sixth Form claims funding from the Young People’s Learning Agency (YPLA), 
then the expenses of ensuring that the student attends are met by the Hellesdon-Taverham Sixth 
Form Centre. 

 
 The programme of courses taken by each student will be negotiated by the Director of the Sixth 

Form Centre with the student and the student's parents/carers.  Any changes to an individual's 
programme must be approved by the Director after consultation with the student, the student's 
parents/carers and the teaching staff concerned.   

 
 Students must be committed to all the courses they undertake, and must devote sufficient effort 

and adequate time for private study as outlined in the prospectus.  The Sixth Form Centre expects 
and encourages parents/carers to support students by making suitable provision to enable 
students to work at home, and to support the Centre in attempting to ensure students work to their 
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full potential.  Students will be encouraged to take responsibility for their own learning, including 
independent learning both in and outside the classroom. 

 
 Students will be encouraged to use the facilities at both Hellesdon and Taverham Sixth Forms 

during non-contact periods. 
 
 Provision will be made for students with Special Needs in accordance with Hellesdon High School 

and Taverham High School whole school Equality and Special Educational Needs (SEN) policies.
